| sometimes wonder if in our quest to breed thdégoerdog, we aren‘t doing a disservice to the
individual dogs involved. Let’s take a litter ot puppies (three dogs and two bitches), all hgalt
bright-eyed and bushy-tailed. Four of the pupgshet young age, look great. Yes, definitely show
quality. The other one (let's admit it) just isop to snuff. Maybe it's a bite that’s slightlyfofow-
hocks, or a retained testicle. No mater he hasul that brands him as “just a pet”. Poor sshat
a shame! But which ones are actually the luckys@ne

The pet puppy is sold as quickly as possible, dadegd very well, with people who really love him.
This poor dog has to spend the rest of his lifene home, getting all the love and attention that a
family can lavish on their pet. He has his own bethe house (probably the kitchen) but, of course
he never uses it. Nighttime finds him curled uphis master’s bed, sound asleep. Toys galore,e mor
than any one dog can play with. Yet each triphi® supermarket brings another purchase. This pet
generally tries out every new dog food on the maskist to see if he might find it tasty.

Health care is never a problem. Every little aoh@ain is attended to. An upset stomach is reason
enough for a trip to the vet. Nothing is to good this puppy.

But what has happened to our show quality pups® breeder, not wanting to make a mistake, decides
to keep the bitches, for a while at least. At dl®x months of age, he finally makes his pick, and
sells the other one. She gets a good home, isrst@luer championship and bred. Her sister firishe
her championship and is bred, also.

The two dogs are sold and each one gets a good sbme. But each one is a kennel dog (as are
their two sisters), not a house dog. Neither gstsnuch attention as their poor pet brother, aed th
attention they do get consists of training, grawniand the like. Nothing is done just for the fof
it there just isn't enough time for any of thato many other dogs to take care of, you see.

These dogs don’t see the vet as much either. Withlgue that their owners know more than the pet
owner does about doggy health, there are times \ahest’'s knowledge is needed. Often, their owners
take a wait-and-see attitude. In other wordst ién’'t better in a day or two, they get to see \thée

The one male turns out to be Specials qualitysifimig his championship easily. He loves to trawel
the shows. And travel he does, for a year or @wtdeast. Then, he’s retired. Now he spendsiall
time in the kennel, watching the world go by. tt® new Special that gets to go to the shows now.

Inrace for the most Champions produced, the top
winning dog for the year, etc.. as well as the érgbrice that “show quality” commands, show homes
become a must. But these homes, in most cases)far®r to pet homes, all things considered. |
guess it’s the price we have to pay for our hobl just a shame that the “lucky” show quality
puppies are the ones who pay.
